Re-exploration into the Concept of Modern Folk Sports

Abstract; By methods of literature review, comparison, inductive analysis, this study goes through
the literature of Chinese Dialect Series, and from multiple perspectives, combs and analyzes the core
sports content — Wushu, in modern times. The results show that Wushu has been a symbolist of tra-
ditional culture, and been characterized by Chinese culture as norm-carrying and moralization tool: the
characteristic of Wushu exercisers’ appearances is stereotyped as a Confucian pursuit of gentleness,
and their disposition, as a pursuit of introverted and implicit character, whereas the Wushu move-
ments show characteristics of routine. The study suggests that the foundation of Wushu stereotype is
traditional culture: regularity of farming survival rolling on in cycles and repeating itself, cognition
and exploration into the inherent laws, concern over the stability of objective laws, long-lasting farm-
ing cycle and unpredictability of farming output, focus on harvest, are the roots of Wushu stereotype.
