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Reconstruction of the Cultural Space of Bashan Dance in Wuling

Mountainous Areas from the Perspective of New Media
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Abstract: Globalization and urbanization have made China’s traditional sports culture of minority eth-

nics gradually decline, and it has become a hot topic to improve its inheritance and dissemination

through the new media. Methods of literature reviews, field investigation and expert interview are

used to analyze the current media dissemination status of Bashan Dance in Changyang Tujia Autono-

mous County. It is proposed that the traditional media dissemination has time and space limitations,

the changes in modern life styles have made the time-dominated “cultural space” shrink and location-o-

riented “cultural space” is confined in ethnic regions. The new media has weak effect on Bashan

Dance. The studies of applying new media in Bashan Dance are rare. In terms of contents, channels,

platforms, operations and management, reconstruction strategies of the culture space of Bashan Dance

from the perspective of new media is proposed to offer useful references for protecting cultural diversi-

ty and enhancing the soft power of national culture.
