Abstract: This paper analyzes the published volume, author, organization, key words and highly ci-

ted literature of studies on rural public sports service in China by using Bibliometrics and Graphic A-

nalysis, through CNKI database information platform and CiteSpace software. This paper reviews the

development trend of rural public sports service researches from four aspects: rural public sports serv-

ice system, service supply, development status quo and countermeasures, and service equalization. It

also points out that the researches on supply and demand of rural public sports service, empirical re-

searches on the new rural community public sports service, rural basic public sports service system

and service standardization construction will become the direction and focus of future research.
