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A Brief Account of Physical Education Textbooks for Primary Schools in the
New Academic System during the Period of the Republic of China

Abstract: In the “new academic system”, the Education Ministry of the Republic of China made five
revision of the curriculum standards in primary and secondary schools, and the teaching textbooks for
primary schools were also revised with the revision and perfection of “primary school curriculum
standards”. In the order of revision, it is divided into four periods: the interim curriculum standard,
the formal curriculum standard, the revised curriculum standard and the latest revised curriculum
standard. Through the relevant literature, the PE teaching textbooks for primary schools published in
each period are collated in this study, and then its teaching contents, writing principles and character-
istics are discussed so as to provide references for the writing of PE textbooks for primary schools cur-
rently in China.
